TABLE ARRANGEMENT: 

A formal table setting will look similar to the 
picture on the right. Here are some helpful ways to 
remember this set up: 

�x�� Fork has four letters and so does left, knife has 
five letters and so does right.  

�x�� B.M.W�³ Bread Meal Water

the left hand looks like a b for bread and the

EXTRA TIPS: 

American Method of Eating  
�x�� Use the zig-zag approach - cut your food 

using the fork in your left hand and the 
knife in your right. Only cut one or two 
pieces at a time. When you are finished 
cutting, place the knife at the top of the 
plate and move your fork to your right 
hand. Eat with the fork tines up.  

�x�� When finished place your utensils at the
